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Recently I came across a website that had a lot of 
pictures of Packards as well as other dealer 
showrooms.  At about the same time, Jeff Pachl also 
discovered this same website.  One of the dealers was 
in Dallas and the address of the dealership was 2300 
Ross.  I was in Dallas March 12th to the 16th for 
continuing education and decided while I was there I 
would drive by and see if the building still existed.  
Just north of the downtown area there are still several 
buildings from the 40’s and 50’s.  As i drove closer, I 
realized that the address was going to put me in 
downtown Dallas and I knew there was no chance 
that the building still existed.  Today a tall building 
stands where the dealership once was.  It was 
refreshing to see on the same street within a couple 
of blocks of where the dealership was, three 
churches, still standing, that were probably built in 
the late 1800’s or early 1900’s.   

On the way back from Dallas, I stopped at Laurel 
Kane’s in Afton, Oklahoma.  The restored 1930’s D-
X Afton station is on Route 66 and proudly displays 
beautiful Packards and other classic cars.  During the 
2009 season there were approximately 3,000 visitors.  
In addition to the cars, Laurel has a collection of 
Route 66 memorabilia and Route 66 themed items 
for sale.  If you are ever in northeast Oklahoma, you 
should definitely stop by and visit.
