Marsha and I recently made a trip to St. Louis 
for the opening of the Lantern Festival at the 
Missouri Botanical Garden. We had attended 
a lecture on the history of lanterns and how 
they are made. The construction started at 
the garden, in March 2012 with over 35 
craftsmen and woman from China. They also 
brought their own chef, 3 tons of rice and 
three translators.  They will all be here till 
August. 
 
  The designs are from computer generated 
renderings, they are then designed to scale in 
chalk on the gardens parking lots.  They use 
steel rods, bent to the exact shape of the 
chalk outlines in one ς and two- dimensional 
pieces. The pieces are then welded together 
to form a three- dimensional armature. Silk is 
then draped over and glued in place, and gold 
trim applied to hide the adhesive 
 
The lanterns are created into set piece that 
take into consideration, size, scale, 
movement, motors and power needs.  All 
lanterns sets fit into themes, such as Panda 
bear, dragons, lotus blossoms, Buddha, 
Butterfly gardens, a Chinese  wedding party, 
just to mention a few. We spent the major 
part of two days enjoying the beauty of the 
garden and the wonder of these lanterns. The
